Author (Coauthors) __________________________________________________,

hereinafter individually or collectively referred to as the “Author” (Coauthors) and the Karelian Research Centre of the Russian Academy of Sciences (KarRC RAS), hereinafter referred to as “KarRC RAS”, represented here by the Head of the Editorial Office of the Scientific Journal “Transactions of the Karelian Research Centre RAS” (hereinafter referred to as Transactions of KarRC RAS), acting on the basis of the Power of Attorney (# 61-01-ОБ/2 of 10.01.2019), have concluded this Agreement about the following:
1. Starting the effective date of this Agreement, the Author gratuitously and for the term of copyright prescribed by the current legislation of the Russian Federation grants KarRC RAS an exclusive license to use the scientific work created by the Author (Coauthors), hereinafter referred to as “the Work” entitled________________________________________________,

approved and accepted by the Editorial Board of the Transactions of KarRC RAS for publication

(name of the series or thematic issue)
to the extent provided by this Agreement, while the Author (Coauthors) shall not retain the right to issue such licenses to other parties.
In accordance with Paragraph 2 of Article 1270 of the RF Civil Code and this Agreement, the use of the Work implies:
· reproduction of the Work or a part of it in any material form, including paper and electronic formats, in Transactions of KarRC RAS and/or KarRC RAS databases;
-
distribution of the Work or a part of it within Transactions of KarRC RAS and/or KarRC RAS databases, or, at the discretion of KarRC RAS, as a separate work worldwide;
· making the Work available to the general public so that anyone can get access to the Work from any place and at any time of their choice (including via the Internet);
-
sublicensing (granting permission to use the Work and its individual materials) of the rights obtained under this Agreement to third parties, provided that the Authors shall be notified thereof through relevant information being posted on KarRC RAS website;
· other rights not directly transferred to KarRC RAS under this Agreement, including patent rights to any processes, methods or techniques, etc., described by the Author (Coauthors) in the Work, as well as trademark rights, are retained by the Author (Coauthors) and other right holders.
The granting of rights under this Agreement includes the right to modify the Work submission form to enable its compatibility with software (databases) and suitability for publication and distribution in computer-readable format and incorporation in search engines (databases).
2. The Author (Coauthors) guarantees (guarantee) that:
2.1. He/she (they) has (have) informed the other Coauthors about the terms and conditions of this Agreement and has (have) obtained the consent of all the Coauthors to the conclusion of this Agreement under the terms and conditions set forth herein;
2.2. That the Work is an original work submitted for consideration only to the Editorial Board of the Transactions of KarRC RAS, and that the Author (Coauthors) has (have) not published more than 50% of its volume before in other printed or electronic editions, with the exception of publication of a preprint (manuscript) of the Work;
2.3. The Work contains all statutory references to cited authors and/or publications (materials) stipulated by the effective copyright law, that the Author (Coauthors) has (have) obtained all the required permissions for the results, facts, and other borrowed materials used in the Work the rights to which do not belong to the Author (Coauthors);
2.4. The Work does not contain classified materials that must not be openly published according to the current legislation of the Russian Federation, and its publication and distribution shall not result in the disclosure of secret (confidential/classified) information (including state secrets).
3. Rights and obligations of the Author (Coauthors)
3.1. The Author undertakes to:
3.1.1. Submit the manuscript of the Work in accordance with the Author Guidelines published on KarRC RAS website.
3.1.2. During the preparation of the Work for publication:
- revise the text of the Work making corrections suggested by reviewers and accepted by the Editorial Board of Transactions of KarRC RAS, and/or, if necessary, revise and finalize the Work at KarRC RAS demand;
- proofread the Work within the deadlines stipulated by the Transactions of KarRC RAS release schedule;
- in the proofs of the Work make only those minimal alterations that are required to correct the errors made in the original submission and/or to make factual or situational modifications.
3.1.3. Not publish more than 50% of the Work volume in other printed and/or electronic editions without consent from KarRC RAS.
3.1.4. Not use for commercial purposes and in other editions the electronic copy of the Work prepared by KarRC RAS without KarRC RAS consent, should such a copy be given to the Author.
3.2. The Author (Coauthors) has (have) the right to:
3.2.1. Freely photocopy or transfer to colleagues a copy of the published Work in whole or in part, for their personal or professional use, for promotion of academic or scientific research, or for informational purposes of the employer.
3.2.2. Use materials from the published Work in a book written by the Author (Coauthors).
3.2.3. Use individual figures or tables and text fragments from the Work for their own educational purposes or for including them into another work, or for presenting them in electronic format in an (secure) intranet or on an external website belonging to the Author (Coauthors) or his/her/their employer.
3.2.4. Include materials from the Work in course books for classroom use, for free-of-charge distribution of the materials among students of the Author (Coauthors), or store the materials in electronic format on a local server to be accessed by students as part of a learning course, as well as for internal training programs at the employer’s institution.
4. Rights and obligations of KarRC RAS
4. 1. KarRC RAS undertakes to:
4.1.1. Provide at its own expense the reviewing of the Work, its scientific and literary editing, creation of layouts for the paper and electronic versions. Reproduce the Transactions of KarRC RAS issue with the Author’s article in paper and electronic formats and distribute it in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.
4.1.2. Negotiate with the Author the editorial corrections to be made to the Work in line with clauses 2.4 and 3.1 of this Agreement.
4.1.3. Supply the Author with a proofread copy of the Work and correct it according to justified alterations made by the Author (Coauthors) in the amount not exceeding three alterations per a thousand characters in line with the terms and conditions of clause 3.2 of this Agreement.
4.1.4. Provide the Author with an electronic file of the Work after its publication in Transactions of KarRC RAS upon the Author’s (Coauthors’) request.
5. KarRC RAS guarantees:
- the right to inviolability of the Work and protection against distortion; compliance with the current standard of printing works, copyright protection against illegal use of the Work by third persons and respect for the Author’s (Coauthors’) right of attribution of authorship and right to the name.
6. KarRC RAS has the right to:
6.1. For any subsequent permitted use of Transactions of KarRC RAS and/or of the Work (including any of its separate parts or a fragment) by the Author (Coauthors) (and/or other persons), demand that due reference is made to Transactions of KarRC RAS, the Author (Coauthors) or other copyright holders, title of the Work, volume, issue and year of publication as indicated in Transactions of KarRC RAS.
6.2. At its own discretion, pay the Author (Coauthors) royalties for individual articles commissioned by KarRC RAS (Editorial Board of a Series or thematic issue), but not resulting from the implementation of job responsibilities or employer’s assignment, at rates set by KarRC RAS.

6.3. Post preliminary and/or promotional information about the forthcoming publication of the Work in mass media and other information sources.

6.4. Set the rules (conditions) for acceptance and publication of the materials at Transactions of KarRC RAS. The Editorial Boards of journal series or thematic issues (hereinafter “Editorial Board”) have the exclusive right to select (accept) and/or reject the materials submitted to the Editorial Office of Transactions of KarRC RAS for publication. The manuscript (physical media) submitted by the Author (Coauthors) to the Editorial Office of Transactions of KarRC RAS is not subject to return. The Editorial Office of Transactions of KarRC RAS shall not enter into correspondence on matters associated with rejection of the Work by the Editorial Board.
7. Other terms of the Agreement
7.1. This Agreement shall enter into force in the event and from the date of the Editorial Board taking the decision to accept the Work for publication and is valid for the period defined in clause 1 of this Agreement. If the Work is not accepted for publication or the Author (Coauthors) withdraws (withdraw) the manuscript before the decision has been made by the Editorial Board, this Agreement shall not enter into force (shall become void). If the Work is not accepted for publication, KarRC RAS shall notify the Author about this fact within 15 calendar days, given that the Author (Coauthors) has (have) provided the Editorial Office with their contact details (phone numbers, addresses).
7.2. In accordance with Article 1269 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the Author (Coauthors) has (have) the right to reverse their earlier decision to publicize (reproduce) the Work (right to withdraw), provided that they compensate KarRC RAS for the losses inflicted by this decision. If the Work has been published, the Author (Coauthors) shall also give public notice of such a withdrawal. The Author (Coauthors) have the right to withdraw from circulation the previously issued copies of the Work, issues of Transactions of KarRC RAS provided that they compensate for the losses caused by this action, including the costs of re-publishing the Works by other authors previously published in the issues of Transactions of KarRC RAS withdrawn from circulation.
7.3. Should a claim be filed against KarRC RAS connected with the infringement of exclusive copyright or other intellectual property rights of third parties in creating the Work or in connection with the Author (Coauthors) entering into this Agreement,
The Author shall:
· immediately after receiving the notice of such event from KarRC RAS, take steps to settle the dispute with the third parties, if necessary join the lawsuit on the side of KarRC RAS and take all reasonable steps to exonerate KarRC RAS from all legal liability;
· reimburse KarRC RAS all of its litigation costs, the expenses and losses incurred by measures taken for securing the claim and execution of the court judgment, and the amounts paid to the third party for infringement of their exclusive copyright and other intellectual property rights, as well as other losses inflicted on KarRC RAS by the Author’s (Coauthors’) failure to fulfill the guarantees they have given under this Agreement.
7.4. The Parties agree that, in accordance with Article 160 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, they allow and admit that the reproduction of the text of this Agreement and the signatures of the Parties on this Agreement as well as other on documents related to its conclusion made by mechanical, electronic or means of copying of the handwritten signature and the text of the Agreement will be as valid as the original signature of the Party or the original document. Facsimile (electronic) copies of the documents are valid and have equal legal force with the original (authentic) documents.
7.5. In accordance with Article 428 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation this Agreement is a contract of adhesion (formal offer), its terms and conditions defined by KarRC RAS, and can be signed by the other Party only by its accession to the Agreement in its entirety.
Submission of the manuscript of the Work for publication in Transactions of KarRC RAS by the Author (Coauthors) is deemed to signify the Author’s (Coauthors’) consent to publication of the Work in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.
